Care to Care – update Nov 2005
Support has been secured from Canadian Friends Service Committee (a Quaker organization).  They will access funding for at least 4 more trips, as well as organizational support for an application to CIDA to fund the rest of the project.  In addition, the SOGC has agreed to collaborate in bringing their ALARM course to Kurdistan.

Two trips are now planned for 2006.  The first, in the Spring, will refine the needs assessments from previous trips, renew connections and develop new ones, and get signed agreements for a more focused intervention.

The second, in the fall, will take the first team of ALARM instructors.  This will be an interprofessional team of midwives, OB nurses and physicians.  They will take ALARM course materials – both printed and equipment, and will train the future trainers.

Several such trips will be required to develop the capacity for Kurdish instructors and Kurdish certification in ALARM.

In concert with the ALARM trips, a peace and conflict intervention is planned, as well as ongoing needs assessments for possible future directions.
