What is WebEval?
Webeval is a scheduling and residency information tracking system that is currently being used through out Canada by all medical school.

What information do I as a supervisor need to keep updated?

As a Family Medicine Supervisor (specialty or core family medicine)  we will always need a current and workable e-mail address from you as program information, schedules, rotation objectives, and evaluations are will be generated electronically through out the academic year to you.  

How do I get into Webeval?

When it is time for the Family Medicine program office to generate the evaluations you will receive an e-mail message which states:

Web Eval – McMaster University – You have evaluation forms to complete/distribute

You will also notice that you have been assigned a username and password when you open this e-mail message. Write this down and keep it in a safe place as this gives you access to you e-dossier account which contains private individual information.

You will then notice a follow-up link.  Click onto to this and enter your username and password.  This now will take you into your e-dossier account and into your “To Do” folder.  Here you will automatically see what you need to do.
